® Laem Chabang Port Phase 3

The project of Laem Chabang Port
Phase 3 development is one of the coun-
try’s most important transportation strate-
gies. It’s designed to enhance Thailand’s
port capacity in order to facilitate the in-
creased needs of the international marine
transportation in the future. The Port’s
Phase 3 project has started to construct a
deep-sea port and other related facilities.
When completed, the project will increase
the capacity of Laem Chabang Port and
improve its competitiveness. The Port’s
capacity will increase to handle upto 18
million TEUs from the current 11 million
TEUs per year. Accordingly, Thailand will
rank among the world’s top 10 countries
with the highest port’s traffic.

Police Sub-Lieutenant Montree Rergd
Managing Director of Laem Chabang Port
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Police Sub-Lieutenant Montree Rerg-
chumnien, Managing Director of Laem Chabang
Port, said that the current capacity of the
Port at various terminals of the Port’s
phase 1 and 2 totals 11.10 million TEUs
per year. Projecting the Port’s total capacity
at 75 percent utilization and assuming es-
timated cargo expands 5 percent per year,
it found that Laem Chabang Port has to
open its first terminal of the Phase 3 in
the fiscal year of 2025 or in the next seven
years. This will be in accordance with Thai-
land’s economics and trading expansion,
especially the project of the development
of the Eastern Economic Corridor (EEC).

The Port’s Phase 3 project covers a
total area of 1,600 Rai with the front quays
basin of 4,500-metre length and 18.5-metre
depth from the mean sea level. The Port
will be able to handle vessel of 100,000
DWT. The Port will have one Ro/Ro Ter-
minal handling capacity of 1 million cars
per year. The Port also has four container
berths which can facilitate an additional 7
million containers per year.

Operators Recruitment

The terminals of the Phase 3 proj-
ect will be able to connect to other
important infrastructures  within  the
Port, which will be constructed or have
been constructed already. Importantly,
container shipments via railway will
allow 2 million TEUs per year while
the coastal terminals will be able to
handle 300,000 TEUs annually as well.

Operators Recruitment
The Port Authority of Thailand (PAT)

will be recruiting the port operators begin-
ning in the middle of 2018. It is projected
to have all the operators of the Phase 3
project in place by November 2018.
According to actual construction,
PAT will be recruiting contractors to
construct the facilities by the end of
2018 and projected to have all con-
tractors begin construction by 2019.

Social Responsibility

Pol Sub-Lt. Montree also said that the
management of Laem Chabang Port will
be proceeding in parallel with social and
environment regulations in a responsible
manner. Importantly, the Port has taken
care of the stake holders and the commu-
nities in the vicinity. The Port has brought

The Coastal Terminal

As of today, the construction of the coastal
terminal is completed. The Port is in the process
of providing and installing the lifting cranes and
other equipments. PAT has been proposing and
justifying a new plan for allowing the private sec-
tor to operate cargo lifting while PAT will be in-
vesting in IT management. Hiring of essential
personnel will be finished by the fourth quarter
W this year.

Laem Chabang Port is an international deep-sea port covering an area of
expropriation 6,341 Rai and land reclaimation 2,411 Rai. The Port consists
of 15 operational terminals including 8 container terminals; one coastal
and multi-purpose terminal; one Ro/Ro terminal; two multi-purpose ter-
minals; one Ro/Ro general and container terminal; one passenger and
Ro/Ro terminal; one general and bulk terminal; and one shipyard. Open
24 hours, the Port is able to handle a variety of vessels from general
cargo vessel to super post panamax. The Port is providing essential
services customary by all internationally recognized commercial ports.
All terminals are equipped with full loading/unloading equipments. The
Port also provides storage for general and hazardousgoods and distribution
area. In 2017, Laem Chabang Port received 7.6 million containers and 1.2
million cars.

Ministry of Commerce has earlier issued Ministerial Noti-
fication on Export Control on Dual-Use Items (DUI), B.E. 2558
which will go into effect on 1 January 2019 (postponed from
1 January 2018). In the meantime, Ministry of Commerce has

also drafted a Ministerial Regulation on the
Regulation, Procedure and Conditions for Ap-
plication for and Issuance of Permit for Ex-
portation, Importation and Bringing in-transit
of Goods, B.E...... for enforcement of the law.
In order to fully comply with the United Na-
tion Security Council Resolution 1540, Minis-
try of Commerce has drafted the Trade Con-
trol on Weapons of Mass Destruction, related
items, B.E....

The new law will extend its control to
cover transshipment and transit of Dual-Use
Goods (tangible) and Technology (intangible),



re-export, brokering and financing. The control regime
will consist of publication of a list of the items under
control, certification of the DUI and licensing. The Minis-
try of Commerce’s list of items under control follows the
EU list. Currently, the EU list consists of more than 1,400
items of Dual-Use Goods (tangible) and more than 200
items of Technology (intangible). Some of the important
parts of the draft TCWMD, related items, B.E....are, e.g.

Section 3

Definition of “Controlled Activities” shall mean ex-
portation, transshipment and transit and brokering of
goods related to proliferation of WMD. The definition
shall also include any acts related to proliferation of
WMD.

Section 17

When announcement has been made on “Con-
trolled Activities” of the items requiring licensing, no-
body is allowed to undertake the “Controlled Activities”
unless request for permit has been approved by the Di-
rector General of the Dept. of Foreign Trade, Ministry of
Commerce.

Application for permit and issuance of permit shall
follow the regulation, procedure and conditions as laid
down in the Ministerial Regulation.

Chapter 5 Punishment and Penalty

m Any offense of non-compliance with the “Controlled
Activities” regulation is liable to
imprisonment of up to 10 years or fine of up to 10
million baht or both.

m Any offense of non-compliance with other measures
laid down for control of TCWMD is liable to impris-
onment of up to 15 years or fine of up to 15 million
baht or both.

m Anybody who has applied for permit, but used the
permit to undertake “Controlled Activities” for prolif-
eration of WMD causing danger to others or used the
permit to design, develop, modify, store, move or
support any acts for acquiring WMD is liable to impris-
onment of up to 20 years or fine of up to 20 million
baht or both.

m Anybody undertaking the “Controlled Activities” that
cause death to others is liable to life
imprisonment or imprisonment of up to 30 years and
fine of 50 million baht.

The draft TCWMD, related items, B.E....has been ap-
proved by the Council of the State. It is expected that
the National Legislative Assembly will pass the bill into
law for enforcement on 1 January 2019.
